 Topic 

1.  Governance  
Introductions and Welcome 
Opening address and welcome by the Chair at 1pm. 
 
Apologies 
A list of member attendees & apologies is included at attachment 1. 
 
Membership changes 
The Chair advised that there were no membership changes since last CACG 
meeting. 
 
Amendment to core documents 
Nil reported. 
 
Membership status 
The Chair advised that a review of membership and terms of reference was 
currently in progress.  
 
Calendar Items 
The next CACG meeting was rescheduled from 4 December 2015 to 11 December 
2015. The change of date was agreed by the CACG members in attendance.  
 
CACG Chairs Forum 
A key outtake from the forum was to ensure that for a CACG to be successful, full 
participation is required from all members. 
 
Information Ministerial Communication 
Nil reported. 
 

Action items  
CACG Membership and Terms of Reference Review 
The Chair advised that the Minister maintained a keen interest in the effectiveness 
of CACGs and the Department of Infrastructure and Regional Development would 
respond to requests for assistance in the review.  
 
Flight Training Circuit Design 
A representative from Moorabbin Airport Corporation (MAC) advised that:  

 the flight training circuit design report had been finalised and would be attached 
to the meeting notes and was included in the annual report; 

 the objective of the review was the identification of potential alternate circuit 
paths which were safe, compliant with all relevant regulations, provided the 
best noise mitigation outcomes for local residents, were consistent with the Fly 
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Friendly program, were supported by responsible aviation operators and had 
the potential for delivering the aviation outcomes of the approved Master Plan; 

 the report ultimately concluded that the circuit design could not be changed 
and still comply with CASA regulations; 

 it was found that no single solution could be identified that would satisfy both 
the noise issue raised by Dingley Committee Village Association and operator 
safe operational requirements;  

 although the circuit design could not be changed due to regulatory 
requirements MAC continues to investigate alternate initiatives in terms of 
noise sharing opportunities with the East/West circuits; and  

 bilateral meetings were currently taking place with key stakeholders regarding 
alternate solutions for the community. 

A representative from MAC offered to facilitate a Circuit Training Reference Group 
(Reference Group) to meet with a technical expert to review the findings of the 
report.  Five CACG members agreed to participate in the Reference Group. 
 
Financial Year 2015 Annual Report 
A representative from MAC advised that the report had been finalised and a copy 
of the report was available on the MAC website. 

2.  Meeting Notes of Previous Meeting 
The meeting notes of the 26 June 2015 CACG Meeting were formerly adopted and 
the Chair advised that these meeting notes were available on the MAC website. 
 
All members confirmed they had access to the meeting notes. 

3.  Correspondence  
Letter to the Chair 
The Chair advised that a letter was received from the Dingley Village Community 
Association requesting a meeting with the Chair to discuss the Flight Training 
Circuit Design. 
 
Letters from members 
As above. 

4.  Planning 
Preliminary Draft 2015 Master Plan (DMP) 
A representative from MAC advised that: 

 The DMP was still with the Minister for approval; 

 MAC had received a late submission from State Government on the 
Preliminary Draft 2015 Master Plan and was in the process of providing a 
response; and 

 MAC had formally invited the State Government to meet on a monthly basis to 
provide meaningful input into planning issues and was waiting for a response. 

 
Development  

A representative from MAC addressed the CACG on the following development: 

 From June 2014 to December 2015 the airport is on track to have 1,000 
additional jobs on site and more than $100 million dollars invested by MAC and 
the customers on airport infrastructure and developments; 

 Costco store was on track for opening mid-November 2015; an issue had 
arisen with part of the Chifley Drive extension road project (fully paid for by 
MAC), new assessment rules by a third party infrastructure authority will result 
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in short term (1-2 month) motor vehicle access arrangements being required; 
access will be from Centre Dandenong Road and VicRoads had confirmed that 
the road network had capacity for the proposed short term access; the project 
continued to get support from the local community including local schools; 
MAC had consulted with Council officers and would keep the community 
informed; 

 South West corner works were progressing with the frame, roofing and 
cladding nearly complete and in the process of laying the slab inside; on 
schedule for practical completion in November 2015; a lease for the 2,000sqm 
warehouse with a small office had been signed with Netra Hospitality and 
Hygiene. 

 Duigan Drive works were progressing on the 500 metre section and 
intersection; works were due for practical completion by end of October 2015; 

 Mordialloc Settlement Drain (MSD) - MAC was finalising paperwork with 
Melbourne Water (MW) and would hand over responsibility for the drain to MW 
in 2 years; and 

 Southern drain works were nearly completed with culverts and road still to be 
completed 

5.  Operations 
A representative from MAC advised on MAC operations: 

 MAC noted that there were positive signs of growth on the aviation side and 
that MAC were reviewing a number of existing procedures to ensure the 
community and flight training operators could continue to operate side by side. 
 

Safety 

 Airside operational signage upgrade was due to be completed in October 2015; 

 The 2015 live emergency exercise took place on 15 September 2015; the 
exercise was well attended by Emergency Services including the Police, 
Metropolitan Fire Brigade and the SES, as well as representatives of 
AirServices Australia and Kingston City Council; the scenario was an aircraft 
crash on-airport, at night; there were a number of lessons from the exercise 
that would now be incorporated into the airport’s emergency procedures; MAC 
is working closely with Victoria Police to familiarise new police members with 
the airport and its surrounds; and 

 There had been several minor incidents at the airport with no injuries since the 
last CACG. 
 

Airside Layout (Runways, Taxiways and Aprons) 

 Southern drainage works were nearly completed (refer section 4 development). 
 

Noise 

 Since the last CACG meeting there had been 5 noise related complaints 
directly handled by MAC - one complaint related to general aircraft noise for 
Bentleigh East and the other four related to the residential area North West of 
the airport with three of the four complaints from the same individual alleging 
aircraft were flying too low in the area; and 

 All complaints had been investigated and no breaches were found. 
   

Circuit Training Review 

 A representative from MAC addressed earlier in CACG meeting. 
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Regulatory changes 

 No further updates since last meeting. 
 
Airport Operations Manager Report  

 Moorabbin Airport  had 231,840 movements between August 2014 to July 
2015; 

 Moorabbin Airport was currently ranked the 4th busiest airport in Australia; 

 there was an upward trend in movements for the first half of 2015, with the 
second highest number of movements for an Australian airport for the month of 
April 2015; and 

 There had been an increasing number of enquiries for new aviation businesses 
at the airport, consistent with Master Plan forecasts. 

6.  Media Coverage 
Articles 
 There were several newspaper articles relating to the Airport since the last 

CACG regarding FareShare, the Museum’s new 737 cockpit, and 2015 
Preliminary Draft Master Plan. 

7.  Community Support 

A representative from the Australian National Aviation Museum addressed the 
CACG and reported on the initiatives and events the Museum had undertaken 
since the last CACG, including taking on work experience students interested in a 
career in aviation from RMIT University and working with Centrelink to take on 
volunteers from the work for the dole program; delivery of the 737 Cockpit 
generating 56,000 people viewing the news coverage on Channel 7 website; 
future events - Family Cockpit Day,  Mustang Car Club Nationals, Aero Jumble 

 
A representative from the Royal Victoria Aero Club (RVAC) addressed the CACG 
and reported on the successful Dawn Patrol which included 27 aircraft and 150 
people attending the annual breakfast. 
 
A representative from MAC addressed the CACG regarding the following events: 

 FareShare Launch - MAC had donated 3000sqm of land to FareShare for a 
period of 33 years for one of metropolitan Melbourne's largest charity vegetable 
gardens, producing 12 tonnes of vegetables every year.  FareShare cook 
25,000 meals per week, equating to over one million meals a year for people in 
need; 

 Flying School Open Day (MFS) in August; 

 Several visits from the Navy over the last quarter relating to training and 
supporting community events (including the Dawn Patrol); 

 The Airforce participated in the Dawn Patrol with a PC9, which conducted a 
handling display over the airport; and 

 RMIT: MAC was included on an Aviation and Aerospace industry panel with 
over 700 students in attendance from RMIT, Monash Melbourne and Latrobe 
Universities. 

 
Future Events: 

 MAC Careers Day on 13 April 2016; and 

 Australian Air League Victoria Group Review 
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8.  Presentations 
Airservices Noise Forum and Monitoring Update  
A representative from Airservices Australia (ASA) advised that the Noise 
Monitoring (NFM) was now complete and the findings for the four sites would be 
live on the ASA website by the end of next week. 

The representative from ASA also advised that ASA were going to conduct a 
system update in the complaints department and therefore the department would 
be closed for two weeks during October-November 2015 (dates to be confirmed 
and would be circulated), and that during this time there would be a five week 
delay in response time. 

KCP Planning Presentation 
An external consultant from Tract presented on the proposed extension of 
Kingston Central Plaza:  

 The development would add 5 additional tenancies and increase the current
car parking spaces to 450;

 A notice to the public was at the site for public response;

 The site had been examined as to whether the current infrastructure was
sufficient to manage the extension by consulting regulators such as the
Kingston City Council, the State Government, and South East Water;

 A report and recommendation would be provided to the airport in early
November 2015 in relation to development approval.

Other Business 
The Chair addressed the CACG in relation to CASA’s involvement with CACG. 
Members agreed that standing invitations to CASA should continue and that a 
specific request could be generated for CASA advice when appropriate.  

The Chair advised the next CACG would focus on: 

 Circuit Training Reference Group findings;

 Membership and Terms of Reference; and

 Noise Monitoring – next step.

The meeting was closed by the Chair at 2.55pm.
